What’s the difference between the “Land Only” and “Package” price?

What is the group size?
Each departure date may include up to 40 travelers per bus, with an average group size of
around 30 people.

Is this a shopping tour?

Shopping can be a cultural experience when traveling. This trip includes visits to 5
traditional workshops (such as a tea farm, silk museum, and pearl workshop), these stops
are designed to showcase Chinese culture and craftsmanship rather than mandatory
shopping experiences.
